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1. INTRODUCTION :  

 
District Disaster Management Plan (DDMP) is an operational module for the District 

Administration on effective mitigation of different types of disasters with  locally 

available resources and personnel and to provide distressed people with immediate 

relief. It should also ensure immediate response from the existing administrative 

structure.  

 Necessity of the Plan:  

There is a paradigm shift in Disaster Managemen t approach from the earlier focus of 

response and relief to prevention and preparedness. It is certainly possible to reduce the 

impact of Disasters by evolving appropriate preparedness, mitigation and response 

plans. Earlier, any disaster management was co nsidered as a crisis management 

function that began with a disaster and closed soon after the relief and rehabilitation.  

It is now realized that process of mitigation should incorporate long term preventive and 

protective measures by adopting appropriate strategies for disaster prone areas. The 

mainstreaming of Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) features into development planning of 

sectoral departments is one of the key areas identified and incorporated in the plan. The 

GOI -UNDP DRR Programme envisages a holis tic and integrated approach.  

 Disaster profile in Srikakulam District:  
 
Natural Disasters :  

On account of its geographical conditions Srikakulam district is vulnerable to 

different disasters such  as floods, cyclones, drought, Tsunamis, etc,.  
 
1. Cyclones :   About 30 % of the total geographical area in the district is vulnerable to cyclones 

and other cyclone related hazards. There are 207 villages located  below 5 Km from 

the coastal line of Bay  of Bengal . The coast  line in Srikakulam district passes a 

distance  of 193 KMs ranging  from Ranastalam to itchapuram covering 11  coastal 

mandals .  Since, 1977, this district was experienced with 12  cyclones,  ou t of 

which, the cyclone in1999 , 2004, 2009, 2010  is the worst .  

 

2. Floods :  Either side of the Vamsadhara and N agavali river s nearly 231 villages are 
prone to floods frequently. Yearly 2 or 3 times flash floods occurring in the 
Srikakulam district due to heavy rainfall of south west monsoon period.   

The flood condition in the district chiefly depends upon the rain  fall received 
in the catchments area  of Odissa S tate .  Since 1980, 12 Flash floods 

occurred out of which 3 affected severely.    
 

3. Drought : Srikakulam District experiences  wide variability in rainfall and suspectable 
to drought. The most severe drought years in the district are 1999 , 2002 , 
2003, 2004 . 

 
4. Tsunami:2004  Tsunami showed physiological impact on fisher folk communities 

along with the sea coast .There is no direct physical damage either to the 
public or to the property in this District .    
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5. Earthquakes :   According to the earthquake Atlas the district has located Se simic  
zone in Moderate. In the past history of the Earthquake the district has got 

highest magnitude 5.0 and 3.8  on rector scale in  the  years 1858 and 1985.

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5. HAZARD, RISK, VULNERABILITY ANALASIS :   
 

 
 

Hazard   Risk Vulnerability Capacity analysis (H RVC) is the most important part of 

the plan as the entire planning process will be based on its outcome.  Any error in 

identifying the frequency, magnitude and projected impact leads to erroneous 

identification of major hazard and hence an erro rless  plan  is requ ired . Correlation 

between rainfall data over last 30 years and incidence of cyclones/floods is to be 

analyzed. The necessary outcomes of the HRV analysis should be the type of hazards 

that the district is prone to, history of hazards, impact analysis  of the worst case, the 

area, people and infrastructure that is prone to the risk of these hazards and their 

vulnerability of being damaged by such disasters due to their vulnerability 

characteristics.  Vulnerable Assessment should deal with the socio -econ omic 

vulnerability, housing vulnerability and environmental vulnerability.  HRV analysis should 

also include resource inventory/capacity analysis, preparedness analysis in terms of 

network of communication systems, public distribution systems, storage faci lities, 

transportation facilities, medical facilities, fire stations, cyclone shelters with their 

capacity, presence of NGOs and other volunteers etc so as to enable quick response.

It is to be ensured that all these sets are in functional condition during disasters times. 

Sufficient number of backup batteries also to be kept ready. All the messages 
communicated should be clear, easily unde rstandable, direct and immediately relevant 
indicating possible damages. Repeated messages could be more effective.  

Control Rooms:  

District, Divisional, Mandal and other Control Rooms.  Control room is the nodal centre 

for collecting and transmitting info rmation to the appropriate places and persons. Every 

information of the District should be available in the District control room.  

District control room shall be under the overall control of the collector. District revenue 

officer shall be in charge of Dis trict control room assisted by staff round the clock.  

In case of Vamsadhar and nagavli floods District, immediately after flashing of 1 st  

warning that main control room is established in the office of the Sub -  Collectors Tekkali 

and palakond a assisted by D y. Executive Engineer (R & B), ;AD, Fisheries, Srikaulam;  

and local Medical Officer and RDO, Tekkali and palakonda shall Besides above control 

rooms, control rooms are opened at various places after the issue of first warning .
